POLICY ON PLACEMENT AND PROMOTION OF STUDENTS
February 2011
RATIONALE

Decisions need to be made concerning the placement and promotion of all students, including students who come from other schools, to ensure the needs of students are met. 

Parents are welcome to discuss the placement of their child in accordance with this policy.
PURPOSE

To ensure all students are placed in the appropriate year level according to their age and ministry (MOE) funded levels.
GUIDELINES
1
Children starting school between January 1st – June 30th will usually complete               that year (as Year 1’s) and the subsequent year (as Year 2’s) in the Junior School.

2 Children starting school between July 1st – December 31st will usually complete that Year (as Year 0/New Entrants) and two subsequent years (as Year 1’s and Year
2’s) in the Junior School. 
3
The placement of students into year levels is at the professional discretion of the Principal and Staff considering the students age, academic and social development and ministry funded level.
3 When children are enrolled on transfer from another school, decisions as to year level placement at St James’ Catholic School will be made in accordance with this policy.  
4 Every effort will be made by the Principal to keep records of students who are not placed in their ministry funded year level.
