POLICY ON ENROLMENTS

New Zealand Catholic Bishops Conference Preference of Enrolment Certificate – 2009 for the Diocese of Palmerston North.
RATIONALE
To establish criteria for enrolment at St James' Catholic School that maintains the Special Catholic Character of the school and that meets the requirements of relevant legislation.

PURPOSE
To ensure that all enrolments comply with the Private Schools Conditional Integration Act 1975 and the Integration Agreement for this school.

GUIDELINES
1
Each preference student must have a Preference Certificate as defined by the NZ Catholic Education Office Handbook (page 38-42) to make him or her eligible for enrolment. This must be issued or endorsed by the St Patrick's Parish Administrator. A preference certificate defines eligibility, not enrolment.

2
The number of non-preference student must not exceed 5% of the maximum roll.

3
Families who are enrolled must adhere to the conditions of the present enrolment 
form with regard to the school policies, programme and attendance dues.

4 Enrolment will be given in this order of priority:

1. Preference children residing within St Patrick's Parish

2. Preference and Non-Preference children with siblings in the school.

3. Preference children from outside St. Patrick’s Parish.

4. All other Non-Preference children if under the 5% quota.
Note 2 and 4: Non-Preference students may be enrolled in the school only if their enrolment will not later compromise the school’s ability to enrol preference students. seeking enrolment at their local school. Take out. Full stop after students  Does this read OK now.
