POLICY ON SCHOOL UNIFORMS

23 February 2009
RATIONALE

This policy specifies the approved school uniform that all students at St James’ Catholic School must wear on a daily basis.

PURPOSE

1 To ensure an acceptable standard of neatness and comfort is maintained by the students whatever the occasion.

2 To provide styles that will enable children to fully enjoy and participate in all school activities.

POLICY STATEMENTS
1 The Board of Trustees must approve all permanent compulsory school uniform items.

2 The approved school uniform, appropriate to the occasion, is to be worn by all students attending St James’ Catholic School.  Appendix One lists the required clothing, acceptable jewelry, and expectations regarding hair management for the students at our school.
3 The standard uniform must be worn to and from school each day (this includes the bottle green track pants if this uniform item is chosen).  Teachers will notify students of any occasions where the standard uniform is not required such as mufti-days and sporting activities.

4 Parents are required to notify the classroom teacher if the uniform code cannot be adhered to for any reason.  Where a student is unable to wear an item due to allergies, health issues or unavailability of the uniform piece, an agreement will be made between the Parent and the School. In such cases the Parent will contact the Principal.
5 A copy of the standard uniform code is to be made available to parents at enrolment and is to be published periodically in school newsletters.

6 In the instance of regular non-compliance, a notice will be sent home to parents requesting that their child wear the uniform items in compliance with the school policy

GIRLS
Regulation tartan tunic



White blouse short/long sleeved



Regulation bottle green V-neck jersey



Either white ankle socks or bottle green tights



Black school shoes (winter) brown or black sandals (summer)



PE Uniform – Regulation green shorts and tee-shirt/polo shirt



Optional extras- bottle green track pants/school jacket and track pants/school    

                        polar fleece
NB: Girls may wear their green PE shorts underneath their tunics

NB: If thermal undergarments are worn it is recommended that these be V-Neck and be white, grey, navy blue or black.
BOYS

Grey wool mix/polyester viscose shorts


Grey shirt short/long sleeved



Regulation bottle green V-neck jersey



Grey knee length socks


Black school shoes (winter) brown or black sandals (summer)
PE Uniform – Regulation green shorts and tee-shirt/polo shirt



Optional extras- bottle green track pants/school jacket and track pants/school

NB: If thermal undergarments are worn it is recommended that these be V-Neck and be white, grey, navy blue or black.
HAIR

All students with collar length hair or longer will have their hair tied up using hair ties of the appropriate school colours (white, green or black).  Hair dyes, extremes of style or the use of hair products is not acceptable.
JEWELLERY
Necklaces with cultural or religious significance may only be worn, and these should be kept inside the student’s shirt.  Only stud earrings may be worn.
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
