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RATIONALE

All students of St James' Catholic who are eligible for transport should have access to the school bus service provided by the Government.


PURPOSE


To assure free transport to St James' school for all students living at a distance and in 

accordance with the relevant act or M.O.E. guidelines.


GUIDELINES AND PROCEDURES


1.
The rules and regulations governing bus transport assistance are provided on the



MOE Website.
2.
The service is provided under contract with the Ministry of Education who determine its availability.


3.
The Bus Controller together with the Principal for this school is responsible for:


(a)
liaising with parents, other schools, bus contractor.

(b)
maintaining and updating lists of eligible pupils for the week.

(c)
dealing with complaints about the service or the conduct of students.

(d)
ensuring a staff member is allocated as part of the duty roster to bus duty in the 
            afternoon.

4.
Students may be required to travel to reach an established bus stop.


5.
The final responsibility for student conduct on the bus rests with parents who will advise or be advised by the Principal of all problems that arise while in transit, departing or arriving by bus.


6.
The Principal retains the right to withdraw or stand down from the bus service students, who behave in ways that do not reflect our Super Gospel values.

7.
The Bus Controller will inform families relying on the bus transport of all 


relevant conditions, changes or delays affecting the use of this service.

8. Parents must notify the school of any change to usage of the bus. This can be done in writing or by phone.
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
